Photos

Due to the fact that the registrar has a dial
up internet connection she has requested
that photos be sent in hard copy (6 x 4
original photo) or on CD (300dpi +
resolution). Photos scanned and printed on
paper are not suitable.

Please mark each photo clearly with the
owner and pony name in case they get
separated from your application.

COLOUR CATEGORIES

Solid - The “Solid” section is for ponies that
are of solid colour with no known colored
breeding. Pony can not display excessive
white.

Paint — The “Paint” section is for ponies that
are of paint or pinto breeding or colour, or
ponies of solid or unknown breeding that
have excessive white.

Appaloosa — The “Appaloosa” section is for
ponies that are of appaloosa or spotted
breeding or colour. Pony can not display
excessive white.

Pintaloosa — The “Pintaloosa” section is for
ponies that are of both paint and appaloosa
breeding or colour. This may include
appaloosas with excessive white.

“Excessive White” — is white that extends
past the eyes or chin (reference line 1) and
extends over the knees or hocks (reference
line 2)

HORSES IN DROUGHT

Original “Feeding Horses in Drought”
by David Nash, RIRDC

Part 1

It is your legal responsibility to ensure that
horses do not starve to death or become
distressed during times of drought.

You may be tempted to do nothing in the
hope that a poor season does not turn into a
drought. In the meantime paddock feed
diminishes, horse prices drop and the price
of feed increases. Once this happens many
options are no longer feasible or available.

Toughing it Out

Plan early and set deadlines. Purchase
feed before the prices rise. Reduce
numbers to a manageable level. How many
can you feed for how long?

Agistment

Agistment is sometimes more economical
then hand feeding. Agistment can reduce
the grazing pressure on your paddocks.
Again plan early as the price of agistment
can increase as grass gets scarce. As the
prices rise it may be cheaper to feed stock
at home.

Selling Horses

Selling stock is an option that early planning
and action is advantageous. The decision to
sell should be made before stock lose too
much condition and before the market price
drops. In general it is a good policy to sell
some horses and feed the rest.

Humane Destruction
In same cases horses are not salable or no
other option is feasible and stock should be
humanely destroyed.

Feeding

Supplementary or hand feeding is a costly
and time consuming practice especially
during drought. Horses will usually be fed
rations sufficient to keep them in moderate
condition until the drought ends.

Other Management Decisions

Horses in work, pregnant mares and growth
will all increase the nutritional requirements
of stock.

Changes to breeding and weaning times can
sometimes be used to reduce the feed
demands during drought. The estimated
cost of drought feeding a lactating mare is
70% more than a dry mare, so savings can
be made by delaying breeding, reducing the
number bred or not breeding mares at all.
However the long term effect on your
breeding program needs to be carefully
considered.

Early weaning can also reduce feed costs
and simplify management of both mares and
foals.

Feeding Horses

When feeding horses in drought conditions it
is important to have a clear understanding of
what you desire from your horses so that
you can set appropriate targets.

In most situations you should attempt to
maintain weight in idle horses and meet the
nutritional requirements of pregnant and
lactating mares and growth of young stock.

Selecting the types and amount of feed to
give horses during drought involves 6 steps;

1. Weight and condition

2. Nutritional requirements

3. Nutritional value of different feeds

4. How much the horse consumes

5. Calculating total nutritional
requirements and feed costs during
a drought

6. Management considerations.
