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MODIFYING COAT COLOURS
Cream and Taffy

The basic coat colors of chestnut, bay, brown and
black horses are controlled by the interaction
between two genes: Extension (gene symbol E)
and Agouti (gene symbol A).

The Extension gene controls the production of red
and black pigment. Agouti controls the distribution
of black pigment either to the points (bay & brown)
or uniformly over the body (black).

The effects of approximately 10 other genes may
modify these pigments to provide an array of colors
in the domestic horse ranging from white to black.
Two of these genes are Cream and Taffy

Cream

The Cream gene (Cr) dilutes red pigment.  The
resulting colour will depend on the colour of the red
base colour.  As chestnut and bay can range from
quite light to very dark so the resulting colour when
diluted with cream also can range from one
extreme to the other.

On chestnut one cream gene produces palomino.
This can range from a creamy through to a very
dark gold colour over the body with white mane and
tail, black or brown skin and brown eyes.  Two
cream genes on chestnut produce cremello, a
white or off white coloured body with white mane
and tail, pink skin and blue eyes.

One cream gene on bay produces buckskin. This
dilutes the red pigment of the body to gold (that
ranges from a tan brown right through to almost
black) and leaves the ears, points, mane and tail
black.  Two cream genes on bay produce perlino.
An off white, cream coloured coat with the mane,
tail and points with a tinge of ‘orange’.  The colour
of a dark perlino can resemble a creamy palomino
except for the colour of their skin and eyes.

One cream gene on black doesn’t really show up
as the cream gene only dilutes red pigment. This
colour is called smokey black but is sometimes
known as black buckskin or burnt buckskin. The
horse will appear black although sometimes will
show cream coloured hair in its ears.  Two cream
genes on black can produce smokey cream. This
usually is a cream coat with a blue/silver coloured
mane, tail and points, very similar to a perlino.

Modifier Gene
Base Coat One Cream Two Cream

Chestnut Palomino Cremello
Bay/Brown Buckskin Perlino

Black Smoky Black Smoky Cream

Taffy (or Silver)

The Taffy gene (Z) dilutes black pigment.

The taffy gene on bay produces a red taffy. This
looks like a ‘washed out bay’. The red pigment of
the body stays the same and the ears, points,
mane and tail are diluted to a brown and
sometimes blonde in the mane.

The taffy gene on black produces chocolate taffy or
silver dapple. This colour has been diluted all over
since it dilutes black pigment. The coat becomes a
dark chocolate brown colour often with a lighter
mane sometimes blonde/silver and sometimes with
dapples of a ‘silver’ colour over the chocolate coat
hence the name.

The taffy gene on chestnut doesn’t really show
since the gene only dilutes black pigment.

When there are two copies of the gene it stays the
same unlike the cream gene. It will produce taffy or
the base colours. It was believed that the flaxen
chestnut is a chestnut taffy but this isn’t so.

The taffy gene will co-exist with the cream and/or
the dun gene. Therefore it will dilute buckskin. This
appears as buckskin with ‘washed out’ points,
mane and tail. The mane/tail will be more brown
and can even have blonde hairs in it. The points
will be brown rather than black.  It will not show up
on a palomino as taffy only dilutes black pigment.
