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Unlike us though we have been able to keep it out
of the country since 1908. Then it was only in the
country for very short time as it was more easily
contained.

I am sure most of you know a lot of about EI now
since the outbreak and there isn’t much more to
learn about it. For those of you that don’t or think
you may learn a little more here is what I have
been able to learn about it.

Equine influenza is a major virus disease that
causes flu like symptoms in horses and is from the
group of viruses that causes flu in humans. This is
a major viral disease present throughout Europe,
North America and parts of Asia.

What is the incubation time?
Most horses exposed to the virus will show signs
within a period of 1-5 days.

What are the signs of influenza?
Equine influenza appears similar to a range of
other viral respiratory diseases. Viruses that are
responsible for coughs and colds in Australia
include Equine Herpesvirus, Equine Rhinovirus and

Equine Adenovirus. Like us the horse will appear to
feel ‘yuk’ to start with and may go off feed. Most of
these viruses produce rather mild signs which
include a discharge from the nose and coughing.
Equine Influenza produces more severe symptoms
with horses developing a fever and a dry hacking
cough. Some for 10 days and some Horses
become ill and are reluctant to eat or drink for
several days but usually recover in 2 to 3 weeks.

How is influenza virus spread?
The virus can be spread easily from horse to horse
as a result of droplets and also from nasal
discharge and from things like infected brushes and
rugs and other tack. The disease is very contagious
and there is almost 100% infection rate in a
population that has been previously unexposed to
the virus. It is also said to spread in the air for up to
5-8kms plus wind can take it further.

Can it be prevented and treated?
Because it is a virus, there are no drugs that
influence the outcome of the disease. However
many horses develop secondary infections with
bacteria which can lead to pneumonia and other
problems. Good nursing care and if necessary,
antibiotics to deal with bacterial illness associated
with the disease are important parts of treatment.
The most important part of dealing with this illness
is effective vaccination. Reasonably effective
vaccines are now available featuring the two most
important types of this virus but horses need to be
vaccinated 2-3 times per year to ensure their
immune status.

The most likely way that this disease could be
introduced into Australia is through an imported
horse and horse owners should be aware of this
potential if there are any horses introduced onto
farms or into stables. The most likely signs will be
the rapid spread of a severe respiratory flu like
disease which is more severe than the usual virus
problems.

There is a vaccination for the virus that can if not
prevent it can make it more mild. This is believed to
be the only way to rid the virus. It is also thought
that the strain here in Australia has mutated from
the one that arrived so a new vaccination may need
to be made.

To try to contain the virus there has been no horse
transporting allowed, it is actually illegal and huge
fines will be laid if caught.

Now there has been green zone for EI free areas
and red zones for affected areas and a buffer zone
in between. This frees up those that have to and
need to move horses.  A permit must be applied for
to move your horse still.

While going to print NSW and SE Qld are the only
states affected. Vic has managed to stay EI free.
