EQUINE INFLUENZA GONE

But Travelling Horse Statement stays

DPI Press Release - 03 Mar 2008

Although equine influenza (El) has now been
conquered in NSW, Travelling Horse Statements
(THS) and event registrations will remain compulsory
for some time.

NSW deputy chief veterinary officer, lan Roth, said
permits and testing were no longer required for any
horse movements within NSW, but it was still
necessary to record horse movements as a
precautionary measure.

"We are extremely confident the El virus has burnt out
in NSW, but just in case an undetected pocket of
disease has evaded our widespread search, we need
to ensure horse movements can be traced," Mr Roth
said.

"The only requirement throughout NSW is to give prior
notice of movements and events. No approval is
needed.

"A THS must be carried on the journey when moving
horses by vehicle or travelling to a horse event.

"This requirement will continue at least until the end of
June.

"Horse events must be registered and the event
number recorded on each THS before attending an
event, so it is important for event organisers to
register early.

"The NSW Department of Primary Industries has
stepped up the monitoring of events to ensure
compliance with these requirements.

"NSW Police will also continue stopping vehicles
moving horses and checking for a THS.

"Heavy penalties apply for failure to produce a valid
THS."

Travelling Horse Statements and event registrations
can be lodged online at www.dpi.nsw.gov.au/equine-
influenza or by calling 1800 675 888.

Mr Roth said it was crucial people continued
monitoring the health of their horses and reporting
sick horses, so swift action could be taken in the
unlikely event an isolated pocket of infection
remained.

"We will continue testing sick horses and conducting
random tests, especially in the current green zone
where there was previously a high rate of infection,"”
he said.

WASHING WITH WATER RESTRUCTIONS

| just cannot pick up a hose and not think of how
much water will I use and how much will it cost...

Water restrictions and the shortage of water is a
problem facing many of us (unless you live in flood
ravaged parts of Queensland!)

So what can we do? There are a number of
techniques that can reduce the amount of water
used and still get your pony clean and shiny. Gone
are the days when you can hose them till all the dirt
and grime are gone...

Selection of shampoo is important. A quality, low
sudd specifically designed horse shampoo is
recommended. You need to lift the grime and
clean the coat without stripping out the important
natural oils or irritating the skin.

So heres what you need; 2 buckets of clean water,
shampoo, soft bristle brush, soft curry comb, large
and small sponges, sweat scraper, towel and
finishing spray.

Before you start washing, groom off any excess
mud and loose hair from the pony. Give the pony a
good massage with the soft curry comb. Use a
circular motion and be careful around the hard
bony or delicate areas like the face. The secret
here is not to put pressure on the coat but to lift out
the dirt and grime.

Caution should be taken when using rubber and
plastic directly onto the coat or skin as vigorous
usage can actually burn.

Once you have gone over the whole coat with the
curry grab a brush and groom off all the loose hair,
dirt and grime the massage has brought to the
surface.

Add the shampoo to the bucket of water and either
sponge directly onto the coat using the large
sponge or the soft bristle brush. Keep the bucket
close to where you are working and re-wet the
sponge or brush often. Starting at the top and
working the coat in sections again washing the coat
in a circular motion.

| usually work down from the neck to the back then
down onto the legs and leave the face for last.
Change the large sponge for the small one when
doing the head as it is much easier to control.
Don't forget to clean out the ears and nose.

Wash the mane the same way as the rest of the
body. Tails are easy. Just pick up the bucket and
dip the whole tail in. Give it a gentle massage.

Use the sweat scraper and squeeze out all the
excess water and suds from the coat. Again be
careful around delicate or bony areas.

Clean out your large sponge and using the second
bucket of water sponge the horse clean. Be sure to
remove all the shampoo and suds from the coat.
Don't forget to rinse the tail by dipping it in the
bucket of clean water.

Use the sweat scraper to squeeze out the water
from the coat. Give the coat a light towel dry in the
direction of the hair.

Finish by giving the coat a light spray with finishing
spray and rug to hold the hair down and keep
clean. Good luck!!!

APPROVED REGISTRATION

The “Approved” section caters for registered pony
stock. This allows you to register your pony mares
or stallions as breeding stock with the AQPA.

Approved Pony breeds include, Australian Pony,
Welsh Pony, New Forest Pony & Connemara.

Ponies require a full photo inspection to ensure that
they are suitable before they are accepted.

Just remember that if you are trying to downsize
your western bred mare, a smaller stallion is an
obvious choice. He doesn't need to be a stocky
type as we are not aiming to produce “barrels on
legs” so a nice medium built stallion may throw the
type of Quarter Pony you are after.

EFEOUNDATION REGISTRATION

The “Foundation” section caters for pony mares
which are unregistered or of unknown or
undocumented breeding with quarter pony
characteristics. This allows you to register your
pony mares as breeding stock with the AQPA. As
with the other categories these ponies are
registered in separate colour sections.

These mares require a full photo inspection to
ensure that they are suitable before they are
accepted.

If you are trying to breed smaller foals crossing a
pony mare to a western type stallion is an ideal
solution. The mare does not need to be stocky
type a nice medium built pony mare may throw an
excellent Quarter Pony.
