another Association, a Points Reporting 
Form can be used.  You do need to supply 
supporting information (ie a copy of the other 
signed booklet or report from other 
Association)

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Getting a good picture is practice, preparation, 

knowledge and luck 
 
There is a difference between a horse picture and a 
good horse picture.  A good photograph portrays 
your pony in his best possible light. A bad 
photograph draws attention to every fault, no 
matter how insignificant. 
 
Whether you are advertising your stallion at stud, 
your pony’s recent accomplishments or selling your 
pony, knowing how to photograph your pony 
correctly is a skill you need to develop. If you derive 
income from your ponies getting good photographs 
of them is absolutely essential! 
 
So, how do you take good photographs of your 
pony? Well, the first thing you should know is that it 
takes a lot of practice. You shouldn©t expect to take 
a few photos and be Mel Cruden or ?? overnight! 
However, if you follow the tips below you©ll be 
taking great pictures of your pony in no time. 
 
·  Practice.  Do you have a particular shot in 

mind?  If you want a picture of your pony 
standing then you may need to Practice.  Many 
ponies need to be trained to stand and not walk 
off or follow the handler when they step away.   
They may also need to be trained to place all 
four feet in a particular position.  Know and 
practice the poses expected for your breed.  
The stance of a western horse is different from 
and Arab or Welsh. 
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Picture taken at the same time of day on a 
different angle and with pony in a different 

stance can make a difference to the whole look 
of the pony. 

 
·  Know your camera.  It may seem boring but it 

really is worthwhile taking the time to read the 
instruction manual for your camera.  Finding 
out what all the buttons do and what the 
different settings are for, will make a big 
difference in the end results.  So does practice, 
so take pictures of your pony standing, moving, 
eating and sleeping so that you really know 
your camera and which settings work best for 
each situation. 

·  Pick the right day. A bright day is good, but 
pick a day that isn©t too sunny. Too much sun 
will create dark shadows, and can be 
problematic if you are shooting a dark pony. If 
you have no choice but to shoot on a sunny 
day, use a flash to eliminate shadows. It 
sounds strange, but it really does work!  
Mornings are usually best for lighting as the 
light is less harsh than mid day sun and at a 
better angle but depending on the season 
afternoons can also provide some great 
opportunities.  Again practice… so that you 
now how different lighting can affect shadows 
and coat colour.

different body parts.  It may have been better to 
use a flash or move her into the sun. 

 
·  Prepare your pony.  In addition to good 

grooming you might want to take some extra 
steps to ensure your pony looks his best. If 
appropriate to the discipline in which he 
participates, braid or pull his mane, apply 
makeup and oil his hooves. Make sure his coat 
and his tail are shiny and well-brushed.  Spray 
with pony (and handler!!) with insect repellent 
to keep the pesky flies away. 

·  Make sure the gear is clean. If you photograph 
your pony in a halter, bridle or saddle, make 
sure that have been recently cleaned. That 
goes for the rider and handler, too! 

·  Pick an uncluttered background. A natural 
background such as a pasture is a good 
choice. The stable yard or driveway, no matter 
how neat and clean, is not usually a great 
choice. You want the viewer to be wowed by 
your pony, not your new wheelbarrow. Look at 
the details before you click!  

·  Get help!!!!  Have a knowledgeable pony 
person to position your pony. You can©t take 
pictures and position the pony too, so you©ll 
need some help. It©s best if the person who 
helps you knows how to pose a pony to his 
best advantage.  Give the handler precise 
instructions on what you would like.  “Move the 
nearside front foot 5 cm forward…” etc.  They 
are standing at a completely different angle 
and cannot see the pony from the camera’s 
angle.  It may help to have a third person to get 
the pony’s attention for lovely pricked ears. 

·  The angle and position of the pony are key. For 
a side on full body shot, stand the pony with 
both front legs together and one hind leg 
slightly behind the other.  Quarter front shows 
are more difficult.  Position the pony so that his 
shoulder is facing you and so the 4 legs look 
evenly spaced.  To minimize parts looking too 
large or too small, focus on the middle of the 
pony, and do not shoot from too high or too 
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low. Make sure the pony looks alert with bright 
eyes and both ears forward.  Look at some 
professional shots as examples. Take your 
time and don’t become upset with the pony for 
moving around or being impatient.  This puts 
everyone on edge, including the pony, and you 
won’t get good photos if the pony is sullen or 
afraid.  Just gently reposition him and take your 
time.  If you are looking for a full body shot and 
want the feet to be in halter position, this can 
take even more patience. 

   
 

 
Pony looks out of proportion.  This can be fixed 
by getting further away and lower to the ground 

or simply taking the picture side on 
 

·  Get the right action. If you are taking shots of 
your pony in action, you©ll want to capture his 
power and impulsion. If your pony is trotting or 
cantering, try to capture him with his leading 
leg extended. 

 
·  If you©re taking photos with a digital camera, 

don©t take the photos by looking through the 
LCD screen most digital cameras have on the 
back. Instead, turn off the screen and look 
through the viewfinder. With many models of 
digital cameras taking photos by using the 

screen causes the camera to respond more 
slowly after you press the shutter button. The

slow response is only a fraction of a second, 
but it can easily be enough time for a pony or 
something else in the picture to change and 
ruin your shot. 

·  Keep clicking! While skill is most certainly 
involved, some of the best pony photographs 
are lucky. That©s right. Don©t wait for the perfect 
moment. Just keep clicking and you are sure to 
get a shot that shows your pony at his best!  
Even if you just want a single picture, use 
"burst mode." Many digital cameras have a 
wonderful feature called burst mode or 
something similar. With this feature, you press 
and hold the shutter button and the camera 
takes several photos in rapid succession. Even 
with a photo subject that is standing still this 
can be enormously useful. The pony may flick 
its ears, stomp its foot, or swish its tail, but then 
return to a nice stance just a second later. With 
burst mode, your chances of catching the good 
moments go up, and you can simply delete the 
bad ones.
